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Abstract

Large fires were a consistent theme across Australia this fire season and in the South Australian
Murray—Darling Basin, over 200,000 hectares of mallee and heath communities were burnt in three
large fire events. The poster will visually present the burns themselves through detailed fire severity
mapping. It will highlight where losses are known or expected from the fire events, including Malleefowl.
Such maps can provide valuable information to learn from in the future and this will be demonstrated
on the poster. Lastly positives, or silver linings, from these large fires will be discussed.
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
